 A Youth may receive the Ambassador award only once per age division and is not eligible to

 compete in that division again.

 Youth must meet eligibility requirements as listed above.

2) Youth must submit a completed application to the LRBA Youth Advisory Board Chairperson or

 the LRBA Youth Advisory Board Secretary postmarked by October 15th.

 Applications postmarked after October 15th will be returned.
